Grrrrrerrrr! Just got  off  the
phone with a buddy who’s about
at his wits end. Ready to “end it
all”. Absolutely hopeless. Same
story, second verse. Hear it half
a dozen times a day. He's been
sober a few months, a couple of
meetings, no sponsor, no steps.
“Life’'s good! No sweat. | know
where those meetings are if | get
to feeling bad”. (That stuff comes
out of your mouths and the hair
stands straight up on the back of
my neck!) I've said it a 100 times
myself back in the bad 'ol days.
Life does what it does and his life
got a little bumpy...he got loaded.
Quickly. Nobody there to lean on.
No Conscious Contact with that
HP. Just a dark room and mind
full of fear. It's inevitable. When
the obsession to use returns, you
will use. All of us will. That's why
the BB says on page 43, “Once
more: The alcoholic at certain
times has no effective mental
defense against the first drink.
Except in a few rare cases,
neither he nor any other human
being can provide such a
defense. His defense MUST
come from a higher power.”

Always amazes me that we
will spend all that time and money
to come to treatment, only to
leave and do things “our way” one
more time. The frustrating part for
all of us is “our way” can work for
a while! Right up till that ‘ol
obsession kicks in again!
